The goal of this Internet site is to improve the accessibility of transit service
information to potential users. A secondary goal of the car-pooling service
offered by this transit authority is to track the patterns of ride-share travel
requests. The authority uses this information when considering where to
introduce new routes.

The Community Transit Agency of York County provides fixed-route
service scheduling information, paratransit service information and a car-
pool / ride-share matching service on an Internet site. The agency sees this
as along-term business investment as they can trace where patterns of travel
are occurring then introduce bus services there in the future if economical.
Individuals interested in the ride-share matching service fill out an on-line
form. Information is added to a database that is surveyed by people
providing rides. In addition, the authority also offers services tailored to the
travel needs of the employees of local businesses. Shuttle services are
provided for various groups of night-shift workers, for example, often
partialy subsidized by the employer.
